We use will (‘ll) to:





Make decisions and promises at the time of speaking.





Make predictions about a future (the future is uncertain)





We often introduce will with expressions like probably, perhaps, think, certain...





BE GOING TO


We use the future with be going to:





Plans and intentions. (something you have already decided).





PRESENT CONTINUOUS for future arragements.


We use present continuous for:





Fixed future arragements, usually involving to other people.
